FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Right-Hand Side (as you sit on the bike)

Remove OEM rear foot pegs/exhaust hanger.

Remove the suspension adjustor by removing the two bolts shown in picture 1.

The fluid reservoir for the rear brake will also need to be removed. This is done by removing the
bolt on the back side of the footrest assembly as shown in picture 2 and unclipping the hose.
The bracket will now come away from the bike.

To fit the fluid reservoir to the R&G hanger the reservoir needs to be rotated 180° to align with
the mount on the R&G hanger. To do this, you can remove the reservoir and re-bleed the
brakes or gently rotate the fluid reservoir 180° on the hose by releasing the pressure on the
sprung hose clip. If you use this method you do so entirely at your own risk, R&G cannot be
held responsible for any damage caused to the reservoir. Once complete, ensure there are no
leaks within the braking system and that they operate correctly.

Place two M8 x 20mm long button head bolts (item 2) through the two top holes in the R&G
exhaust hanger (item 1) and offer up to bike as shown in picture A. Engage the threads a
couple of turns (do not tighten yet).

Position the M10 x 1.25 x 25mm long button head bolt (item 5) with the M10 washer (item 4)
through the lower hole of the exhaust hanger and then through the exhaust mount. Fit the M10
nyloc nut (item 3) to the exposed thread and tighten all bolts evenly.

Fit the spacer (item 11) into the mounting hole on the fluid reservoir from the side shown in
picture 3.

With the hose positioned behind the exhaust hanger, offer the fluid reservoir into place, as
shown in picture 4.

Insert the M6 x 20mm long button head bolt (item 10) through the exhaust hanger and then
through the spacer that sits inside the fluid reservoir, before fitting a M6 washer and nyloc nut
(items 9 and 6) on the exposed thread.

Ensure the reservoir is mounted correctly before tightening the nut and bolt.

Refit the suspension adjustor as shown in picture A using the two longer M6 bolts (item 8)
and the M6 nuts and washers (items 6 and 9) (please note you will have to use the two
spacers (item 7) between the exhaust hanger and the adjustor).

Please ensure when the motorcycle is being used that no parts are in such a position that they
may collide/damage other bike parts (this is particularly important if using after-market cans or
exhaust systems).
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Please note that it is your responsibility to ensure that no part of the exhaust hanger or
exhaust assembly fouls or comes into contact with other parts of the machine. Do not ride
the motorcycle until this aspect has been verified and you have compressed the rear
suspension (if appropriate to the design of the motorcycle) to test this thoroughly.

Retirez les repose-pieds arriere / le support d'échappement d'origine.

Retirez le dispositif de réglage de la suspension en retirant les deux boulons montrés sur la photo
1.

Le réservoir de liquide du frein arriere devra également étre retiré. Pour ce faire, retirez le boulon
a l'arriére de du repose-pieds, comme indiqué sur la photo 2, et dévissez le tuyau. Le support va
maintenant se détacher de la moto.

Pour adapter le réservoir de fluide sur le support R&G, le réservoir doit étre tourné de 180 ° pour
s'aligner avec le support sur le support R&G. Pour ce faire, vous pouvez retirer le réservoir et
purger a nouveau les freins ou faire pivoter doucement le réservoir de fluide a 180 ° sur le tuyau
en relachant la pression sur le clip de tuyau a ressort. Si vous utilisez cette méthode, vous le
faites entiérement a vos risques et périls, R&G ne peut étre tenu responsable des dommages

e Placez deux boulons a téte ronde M8 x 20 mm (article 2) dans les deux trous supérieurs du

A. Engagez les filetages de quelques tours (ne serrez pas encore).

e Positionnez le boulon a téte ronde M10 x 1,25 x 25 mm (article 5) avec la rondelle M10 (article
4) dans le trou inférieur du support d'échappement, puis dans le support d'échappement. Monter
I'écrou nyloc M10 (article 3) sur le filetage exposé et serrer uniformément tous les boulons.

e Insérer I'entretoise (article 11) dans le trou de montage sur le réservoir de fluide du c6té montré
sur la photo 3.

e Le tuyau étant placé derriére le support d'échappement, remettez le réservoir de fluide en place,
comme indiqué sur la photo 4.

e Insérez le boulon a téte ronde M6 x 20 mm (article 10) a travers le support d'échappement, puis
a travers l'entretoise qui se trouve a l'intérieur du réservoir de fluide, avant de monter une
rondelle M6 et un écrou nyloc (articles 9 et 6) sur le filetage exposé.

e Assurez-vous que le réservoir soit monté correctement avant de serrer I'écrou et le boulon.

e Remontez le dispositif de réglage de la suspension comme indiqué sur la photo A en utilisant les
deux boulons M6 plus longs (article 8) et les écrous et rondelles M6 (articles 6 et 9) (veuillez
noter que vous devrez utiliser les deux entretoises (article 7) entre le support d’échappement et
I'ajusteur.
