FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

To fit the Brake Lever Guard, the original bar end needs to be removed. Roll up the end of handle-bar
grip inwards so the tip of OEM slider clips can be seen (in the handlebar). Spray the OEM slider
assembly with appropriate lubricant, this is to help to slide the whole slider assembly out. Using
appropriate tools, please push in the two exposed slider clips inwards as shown in the Assembly
Picture, while at the same time pulling the bar end/ slider assembly out.
