FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Undo and remove the nut arrowed in picture 2.

Take R&G replacement stainless steel engine bar (item 8) and use it to push out the original mild
steel main engine bar (if the bar is difficult to remove, use a soft hammer to help knock it
through). Please leave equal amounts protruding from either side.

Near side (left side as you sit on bike)

Place the longer spacer (item 6) over the exposed end of the engine bar on the left hand side.
Place either of the crash protectors (item 5) over the exposed end of engine bar on the left hand
side, so it sits against the spacer just fitted.

Place one of the M12 shake proof washers (item 4) over the exposed end of the engine bar (so it
goes into the counter-bore).

Place one of the plain M10 washers (item 3) over the exposed end of the engine bar (so it sits
against the shake proof washer).

Fit one of the M10 nyloc nuts (item 2) onto the thread (please ensure the nut is fully engaged).

Off side (right side as you sit on bike)

Place the remaining shorter spacer (item 7) over the exposed end of the engine bar on the right
hand side.

Place the remaining crash protectors (item 5) over the exposed end of engine bar on the right hand
side, so it sits against the spacer just fitted.

Place one of the M12 shake proof washers (item 4) over the exposed end of the engine bar (so it
goes into the counter-bore).

Place one of the plain M10 washers (item 3) over the exposed end of the engine bar (so it sits
against the shake proof washer).

Fit one of the M10 nyloc nuts (item 2) onto the thread (please ensure the nut is fully engaged).
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e Finally tighten the nuts until you feel some compression from inside the protector using two
19mm sockets and wrench. PLEASE NOTE THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE
POSITIONED AS IN PICTURE ‘C’ WITH BIGGER END TOWARD FRONT OF BIKE.
Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a quarter turn.
Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40Nm of torque.

e  Fit the crash protector caps as shown in picture B.
